TO SPECIFY INTEGRAL TRIM TILE:
Section 10270 - Floor Panel Covering

Standard Laminate: ANSYNEMA LD3, High-Wear Type, Grade HW 62 or
HW 120, selected from manufacturer's full range of colors, shall be fab-
ricated in one piece to cover entire panel face with Integral Trim serving
as edging. Tile edge shall be routed to reveal colored core and shall not
be painted. Width of routed edge shall have average dimension of .090
inches, edge of tile and panel shall be flush witnin .005 inches. Laminate
with Integral Tim shall withstand pull stress of 400 pounds and caster
loads up to 1000 pounds with no delamination or separation of the cov-
ering. Separate edge tim pieces are not acceptable. Standard HPL shall
have typical surface to ground resistance values from 1.0 x 10° to 2.0 x
10" ohms. Conductive HPL with Integral Trim shall have typical surface
to ground resistance values of 2.5 x 107 to 1.0 x 10° ohms per NFPA 99
Modified when tested at 500 volts at 50% RH. and 72°F and a static
decay rate of 5000 to 0V in less than 0.25 sec per FTMS 4046, The
electrical resistance shall remain stable over the life of the flooring.

PROJECT CONDITIONS

A temperature range of 50°F to 90°F and a R.H. range of 20% to 80%
should be maintained for general storage of access flooring with HPL
surfaces. Prior to installation, laminated panels should be stored in instal-
lation area for at least 24 hours at normal temperature/humidity levels for
the room, with those levels remaining constant during installation.
CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

Sweep, vacuum, or damp mop with a mild detergent or general pur-
pose cleaner such as Lestoil® or Pine-Sol*. Stubbom stains may be
removed with cleaners such as Soft-Scrub® or Butcher's Red Rocket-
Degreaser®. Do not pemmit cleaner to get into seams between panels as
it could adversely affect laminate bond. Tack rugs are recommended at
entrances to avoid abrasives being tracked in. Do not clean floor surface
with steel wool, nylon pads or strong abrasives, manually or with power
equipment. Do not flood floor with water or cleaning agents. Do not buff,
wax, oil or polish — they are unnecessary and may interfere with con-
ductive properties of the laminate.
